Wheelie bins: Results of a random consultation in Llandaff North village, 10th January 2011

NB we canvassed at least 5 houses randomly in as many roads as possible given the time restraints, with more in Belle Vue and Hawthorn Rd West, from where we received the original complaints.

Comments by those for:

Convenient, easier and cleaner; problem with rubbish strewn across the street; bags smell; we have room for bins; we have back access; we have storage and access; I’m for now because I have room, but in my last house I’d vote ‘no’. foxes and cats regularly open the white bags and cause a mess.

Comments by those against:

I don’t have access; I don’t have access; impractical and difficult to store; too big and will difficult to store; difficult to store in my small front garden – I need the space to store several bikes; wheelie bins are too big; I have no lane access or front garden; I have steps which are too difficult to negotiate and no back garden – I don’t want a smelly bin in my garden. The bins would have to go onto the highway as we have no pavement; my front garden is too small for the big bins; they are ugly and would be on show – I have nowhere out of the way to put them as our front gardens are only a few foot deep; they would be obstructive; if they could be picked up from the lane I’d be for them as I have no front garden; if the lorries pick up bins as per the current times, there will be no access from the pavement onto the road due to parked cars bumper to bumper; we are being bullied into this.

Comments by those ambivalent:

I live in a semi so not that difficult for me; I have a garage and driveway, but am concerned about bins being kicked over by those going home from the pub; it will be difficult for me.

Other comments:

We appreciate you taking time do this; Thanks for doing this; why can’t the council consult us properly?

Several people had contacted the council themselves to complain.
